Date Turned In 

One write-up is to be turned in for each team. The person writing up the report should rotate among team members.
Purpose: 
Must be in sentences, using proper spelling, punctuation, capitalization, etc.


It must not include any procedure statements


This will be read first by your instructor.

Procedures:
You will need to develop it before you come to class to complete it.


Will usually be omitted from your report unless you deviate from provided procedures.

Apparatus: 
Be sure to list number of apparatus used should the apparatus have a unique number. Do this to assure that you can obtain the same apparatus should the need arise.

Data: 
Both obtained and calculated information. Must be in table form. Rows and columns must be properly labeled. Units are only listed in column headings. Must be organized so that the information can be easily analyzed.

Conclusion:
Answers ONLY the purpose statement using the data gathered and calculations made. 


You do not write what you think, what the book says, what others say.

Comments:
This is optional. You may if you so desire, provide additional comments relative to this investigation.

If handwritten, it must be done in pencil and easily read. It must be organized with proper use of margins and white spaces. It may be typed. Using a computer to do this will be useful should you have to make changes.

The laboratory write-up is due at beginning of class the second day after completing the activity in class. This allows for you to ask any questions before finishing the write-up.  



Any write-ups returned for correction are due the following day. The new material must be stapled on top of the original write-up. Be sure the title and names and dates information are written at the top of the new page.

If handed in late because of absence, do indicate this under the date turned in.
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
