O-19B MARBLE KALEIDOSCOPE
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Question Card:

Look through me. What do you see? How do you think I do it?

Materials:

Marble Kaleidoscope (Found in many toys stores)

Introductory Statements:

Here is another kind of kaleidoscope that uses a clear marble at one end. Three mirrors are arranged in a triangular shape and span the length of the tube. Multiple images of the environment are formed. What kind of images could be formed if one uses a large glass marble, say  two inches in diameter? Could they be photographed?

Procedure:

a.
Examine closely how the marble kaleidoscope is made.

b.
Observe things around you. How many symmetrical sectors make up the complete image? 

Results:

This is the authors favorite type of kaleidoscope. It gives such vivid color images. This is especially true if one uses a 2 inch glass marble and corresponding larger mirrors and tubes. Delightful pictures can be made using a camera placed into the open end of the tube.
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
