PROCEDURE FOR PERFORMING PLANE AND CURVED MIRROR INVESTIGATIONS








Pre-investigation Homework


	Prepare for what you will be doing in class by first reading the printed directions. Next, as you reread the directions, write out a procedure that you will follow to complete the investigation. Check desired reporting procedure below.





Before you begin in class-investigation


	Seek clarification, as needed, from your instructor. Be sure you understand how to operate the equipment in a safe and correct manner. Pay close attention to any directions given.





In-Class Investigation


	Obtain needed equipment and materials. Record the number of each piece of equipment you use. Always use the same equipment from day to day. This will negate any differences due to differences of equipment. 





	Check your equipment when you first get it. Report any damaged and/or broken equipment immediately. Should anything fail during the investigation,  do inform your instructor immediately so that repairs can be made as soon as possible. Please do not try to fix it on your own as you may do additional damage. Do keep in mind that your instructor will be disturbed only if he sees you abusing the equipment.





	Remember that this is a LABORATORY and in such, one should maximize LABOR and minimize ORATORY. You do not have unlimited time to complete this investigation.





Laboratory Report


	Write your report as you complete a procedure. The report is due at the end of each class session. It will be evaluated by your instructor and returned before the next class period. Follow any written directions that you find written on your report. If none, continue on with your investigation.





	Your report will follow the following format. Note that what you are going to do, data and observations, and conclusion each will have their own indention. It is essential that you follow this procedure as shown as below.





What you are going to do will be indented to the left.                                                              





Data and observations are indented.





Any conclusion, revelation, etc. is indented further.








The next thing you are going to do is indented to the left.





Data and observations for the next procedure are indented as above.





Any conclusion, revelation, etc. is indented as above.








On the second day and there after, you may get equipment and begin investigating when you enter the room. You do not need to wait for your instructors permission.
